
Mendocino County: Our Winegrowing Neighbor To �e North
Mendocino County’s well deserved reputation for winegrowing excellence is rooted in its 
long history dating back to the years immediately following the California Gold Rush in 
the 1850’s. Immigrant farmers, who had failed to �nd fame and fortune in prospecting for 
gold, instead turned to agriculture. Saving the rich soils of the lower river plains for farming 
food crops, these pioneer winegrowers planted vineyards on the more rugged hillsides and 
discovered that the terrain and climate were ideal for high-quality winegrapes. �rough the 
1970’s and particularly in the 1980’s, winegrowing expanded dramatically as Mendocino’s 
wineries became more skilled with the wine varieties and styles being sought by wine lovers. 
Today, Mendocino’s vineyards are divided among several small mountain valleys that follow 
the drainages of the Russian and Navarro Rivers. �is diverse terrain and varying micro-
climates combine to create some of the �nest growing conditions in all of California.

2007 Cabernet Sauvignon
Aromas of dark chocolate-covered 
cherries, and �avors of black cherries, 
currant and red plum. A long, savory 
�nish is balanced beautifully by bright 
acidity for an excellent companion to 
many meals.  

2008 Chardonnay
A nose of pink grapefruit with an 
underlying hint of honey glaze and a 
touch of oak followed in the mouth 
with balanced �avors and bright 
acidity. Pair with grilled seafood, 
roasted chicken or turkey and sushi.
